The wildfire “makes us question
staying out there and whether it’s really
worth it,” Skylar Tuck said.

By Wednesday, evacuation orders
had been lifted and the Hudson Fire
east of Bastrop State Park was 90% con-
tained after officials said the entirety of
the fire footprint received an inch of rain
overnight and stayed within established
containment lines. They said crews
were moving toward a monitoring
phase and would begin downsizing the
number of firefighters on Wednesday.
They also said residents nearby should
expect to continue to see smoke near
the fire, especially in low-lying areas.

Officials said the blaze east of Bas-
trop State Park was sparked by a nearby
structure fire and that there were no re-
ports of injuries or damage to other
buildings.

The Bastrop County Office of Emer-
gency Management was warning resi-
dents Tuesday that even after a rain, “it
only takes a few hours of warmer
weather for small vegetation such as
drought cured grass and small woody
debris to be readily available to burn.”

In a post on X on Sunday evening,
Gov. Greg Abbott said nearly 100 state
crew members had been deployed, in-
cluding firefighters, troopers and air
tankers.

By Tuesday, officials said firefighters
had completed mopping along the east-
ern edge of the fire and were working to
do the same on the western and north-
ern sides. They said a small plane
staffed with an experienced aerial fire-
fighter was monitoring the area from
above.

The Hudson wildfire spread rapidly
Sunday amid strong winds and severe
drought conditions. Within an hour of
being reported shortly before 2 p.m., of-
ficials said, it had grown to 50 acres. By
the evening, it had consumed 400 acres
and was only 20% contained.

The Texas A&M Forest Service said
crews were able to take control of the
blaze on Monday due to increased over-
night humidity levels and emergency
responders’ swift removal of flammable
vegetation around the perimeter.

Approximately 60 homes north of
Texas 71 along Alum Creek Road, Goiter
Trace Road and Park Road 1C were told
to evacuate, according to the Bastrop
County emergency officials. Some
homes were not directly threatened by
the wildfire but were evacuated due to
an abundance of caution, Hines said.

The automaker
faces steep technological, regulatory and
legal challenges in delivering on Musk’s
latest promises of fully autonomous ve-
hicles, which echo other promises dating
back about a decade.

An all-new affordable Tesla for hu-
man drivers had until recently been a
linchpin of Tesla’s strategy to become
the world’s biggest automaker. For sever-
al years, Tesla had a goal of producing
20 million vehicles a year by 2030, more
than tenfold what it sells now and nearly

double that of Toyota, the current global
sales leader. In May, Tesla dropped the
20 million goal from its latest “impact re-
port” on progress toward sustainability
goals.

As recently as January of this year,
Musk confirmed the plan for an all-new
affordable EV in an earnings call. He said
the next-generation vehicle would arrive
in 2025 and launch a second major
“growth wave,” following the first wave
with the release of its Model 3 and Model
Y vehicles in 2017 and 2020, respectively.

Investors and Tesla fans commonly
called the anticipated cheap car a “Model
2,” slotting in below the Model 3, current-
ly the least expensive Tesla, starting at
$42,490.

Americans are still eagerly seek-
ing prescriptions for Eli Lilly and No-
vo Nordisk’s weight loss and diabetes
drugs but cannot always fill them be-
cause of supply issues and insurance
hurdles, according to their doctors.

Those frustrations, along with the
medicines’ high cost, are pushing pa-
tients to cheaper compounded ver-
sions sold online, doctors, pharmacy
officials and Wall Street analysts
said.

Lilly last week reported a rare
$1.5 billion sales miss for its injectable
obesity drug Zepbound and diabetes

medicine Mounjaro combined, raising
concerns among investors that demand
might be cooling for the products. Those
market dynamics will again be in focus
when Novo reports results for its diabe-
tes drug Ozempic and weight loss medi-
cine Wegovy this Wednesday.

Lilly attributed the shortfall to a lo-
gistical issue as it worked to overcome a
shortage of its two drugs, which share
the same active ingredient. 

Distributors were still working
through new supplies purchased in the
prior quarter rather than ordering more,
Lilly said. 

The drugmaker kept a lid on adver-
tising Zepbound in the meantime,
which may have dampened demand
temporarily, the company said.

In interviews with Reuters, eight U.S.
obesity specialists at universities and

large health systems described a differ-
ent experience. 

All of them said they are still seeing
intense demand for weight loss medi-
cines. Yet many of their patients cannot
get health insurance coverage for the
Lilly and Novo drugs, whose list prices
top $1,000 per month.

Four of the doctors told Reuters that
patients are also still finding it hard to
get various doses at times and are
shopping around pharmacies to find
supply.

“Today, we cannot get the 0.25 mil-
ligram dose of Wegovy or Zepbound in
10mg, so it really depends on the dose
and the day,” said Dr. Eduardo Grun-
vald, an obesity medicine physician at
University of California, San Diego.
